· The submission addresses some of the assignment questions and/or  there may be some inaccurate statements
· Assignment was submitted slightly later without reason and/or a reason for the delay was provided after submission was due

	Group Aspects that Influence Individual Grade
· Few, if any, mistakes in terms of spelling, grammar, semantics, etc.

· Ideas flow logically throughout

· At least 3-4 references are used which are relevant and APA is used

· The submission addresses all of the assignment questions AND  there are few, if any, inaccurate statements
· Assignment was turned in on time and/or the group submitted the assignment in accordance with an agreement with the instructor


	Individual Aspects that Influence Individual Grade
· Group member did not respond to group members’ communications and did not contribute to the product OR communication/contributions were sparse 
· No peer evaluations forms were submitted, or only some of the boxes were filled in and student did not finish evaluations when prompted, and/or evaluations were submitted several days late without contacting the instructor
